BALLAST COMPUTERS / IGNITERS
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When connecting the ballast and igniter to their proper When mounting the ballast on the vehicle, do not mount it
connections, ensure the latches of the connector surround in an orientation that will allow water to naturally enter
the rear of the tabs to maintain proper connectivity. the connections and cause issues. Ideally, connectors should

face downward (toward the ground) to reduce the risk.

HID BULBS

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BASIC TROUBLESHOOTING TIPS

ISSUE: NO ILLUMINATION
If neither headlight illuminates, it’s likely due to one of the following issues that should be checked:

0.0V DC
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Input polarity is backward. Lack of / poor grounding Ring terminal not fully Blown harness fuse or No power to headlight
Unplug input(s), flip over, (Must go to bare metal and secured to battery / poor fuse fitment in circuit from vehicle, due
and plug back in to reverse not piggyback other sufficient 12V+ source. fuse holder. to fuse or other issue.
